30th November 2011 Pension Strike – BANUT Hardship Fund Application Form


Dear Birmingham NUT member,

RE: Application form to access the BANUT hardship fund. 

NUT members are advised that the Birmingham Association of the NUT has set up a hardship fund for those members taking strike action on 30th November 2011 who will suffer severe hardship as a result of losing a day’s pay. 

All NUT members taking action will suffer a loss of pay in order to stop the Government’s plans to make all teachers Pay More, Work Longer and Get Less. However, if we are to stop these attacks then we have no option but to take industrial action. Whilst we will all suffer a loss now, it is to stop having larger losses each month, every month for the rest of our careers. It is worth noting that the deductions from pay for striking will be less than the monthly increases in pension payments that the government intends to start implementing from April 2012.  Each day of strike action will incur a loss of1/365th of annual salary for school teachers covered by the School Teachers Pay and Conditions document (it is possible this may differ for those in some Sixth Forms/Academies).
Within Union rules the criteria for ‘hardship’ is as follows: 

 ‘Hardship shall mean any adverse financial consequences suffered or is likely to be suffered by the member which is significantly greater than that faced by the generality of members’.

Therefore members who take strike action and feel that the loss of pay meets the above criteria and will cause them severe financial hardship can apply to the fund by completing the form below and returning it to the BANUT office so that consideration can be given to their application. 
This matter will be dealt with in the strictest confidence and no contact will be made with anyone other than the applicant. All applications will be given serious consideration based on the merits of each individual case.

Unfortunately we cannot give an assurance that every application will be successful. Any agreement to make a hardship fund payment will be subject to evidence that money has been deducted from salaries – this will be shown on the relevant pay slip following the action.
